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Applicants to Chapel School are considered on the basis of their previous academic records, results of 
aptitude and achievement tests, a parent interview, recommendations and knowledge of the English language.

Chapel strives to develop all aspects of the child in a positive environment. The school recognizes that each 
child is a unique individual and that children learn and develop at different rates and through a variety of 
methods. It is our desire to create an atmosphere that will foster independent learning in each classroom. The 
number of students in each class is kept low to provide for as much individualization as possible. Teachers 
create a classroom environment that offers structure and organization yet has the flexibility necessary to meet 
each child' s needs.

Students participate in an assembly that clearly defines for students bully behaviors and what explains the 
Bully Awareness Program, then teachers go into the classrooms  following this assembly and teach lessons 
designed to help kids understand more about bullying.

We believe in the education of all those 
involved and clear consequences that are strictly enforced will lead us to our goal, which is to prevent 
bullying at Chapel Elementary School.
